Or another easy way to know your ward 

number and the range/taluk is approaching a nearest fair price shop or referring an already existing

Fill up the details required in the format provided in the web page as below, 



 

Clearly mention your electric meter RR number and Location Code.  The ration cards already declared in 

this RR number will be listed instantly as shown here. The applicant has to give his opinion about the 

ration cards already present. You have to record your comments by selecting the appropriate reason 

here. After this you are allowed to the next page. 

 

Fill up the details with mandatorily filling the * marked columns without fail. If you are a farmer, you are 

required to provide your land details also. 



 

 

 

The applicant’s details are recorder as shown above. Similarly you have to fill up the details of all your 

family members individually one after the other.  Once the details of all family members are added , you 

can move on to the next page. 

 

Mention your annual income of all family members together from all sources. If you are having a PAN 

card, mention its number also. Give the details of your LPG by mentioning the name of the Company, 

Distributor, Consumer number and name of the consumer. Finally select the reason for applying for 

Ration Card, put  any remarks remaining and submit your application. Your final application will be 

displayed as below along with its Receipt number and date. You can get this printed or keep the receipt
